DIRECT SUPPLY explained: 

Typical supply chain scheme  
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Advantages: 

- Lower distribution cost: there is no transitional warehousing; 

- Higher nutritional value of the produce: shorter time from harvesting to shelf; 

- Lower Mileage: there is no intermediate deliveries among warehouses; 

- Lower environmental impact: lower mileage, no energy used for wholesale warehousing purposes, less wasted produce in the entire supply chain;

      Juan Enrique and his family have been farming citrus for 

two generations. His father converted to organic about 15 

years ago when he didn't like his children handling toxic 

materials, which were used for cultivation of the produce at 

the time. They are in Alhaurin de la Torre which is south 

west of Malaga. Their lemons and oranges are grown in the 

valley and the grapefruit and clementines are grown on the 

hills. They also have some avocado, mango, pomegranate 

and they plant sweet potato, potato, butternut squash and 

broad beans as an intermediate crop between the others. 

They have goat herds that pasture their groves to keep the 

grass down as well as honey bees to ensure pollination.
